I have no idea where 1 heard it, or why. But as a kid 1 was fascinated with the fa-
mous Tennessee Ernie Ford song, 16 Tons. Here's how it goes:

I loaded sixteen tons of number 9 coal

The straw boss said, "Well, I bless my soul"

You load 16 tons, and what d*ya get?
Another day older and deeper in debt

Pretty bleak, isn't it? What a view of life: work brutally hard, grow in debt, a slave
of the system, can"t even die.
