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Walking and Running  
Our Elder Council has been spending a lot of time talking about walking and running.  Perhaps 

you think thatôs why I am so slim?  But I am not referring to the physical exercise of walking 

and running, rather to the spiritual kind.  We have been devoting ourselves to crucial questions 

of discipleship and ministry, such as: 

- what would a disciple look like who had spent time in our ministries (walking)  

-how are we doing in deploying people into kingdom ministry (running)  

One of the key Scripture passages for thinking intently about discipleship, which includes the 

ówalkingô motif in it, is Colossians 2:6,7. The famous Navigators ministry has built an entire   

discipleship model with this Scripture as its foundation:  

 ñTherefore, as you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in him, rooted  

 and built up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught,  

 abounding in thanksgiving.ò 

We begin the Christian life when we receive the gift of salvation through faith in the Lord Jesus 

Christ, and we then continue to live ñin himò ï walking in faith.  Paul uses two word pictures to 

describe this, ñrootedò being one and ñbuilt upò being another.  We are first planted by trusting 

the Lord Jesus for salvation, then we grow and are built up by faith in Jesus as well.  When we 

understand this grand work of grace in our lives, we will abound in thanksgiving. 

 

November brings the Thanksgiving holiday. For the Christian, this thankfulness is a worship  

experience, because as we grow in Christ we abound in thanksgiving for all that is ours in 

Christ.  Thatôs why it is so appropriate for Faith to express our thankfulness to God by running, 

by engaging in some missional expressions of kingdom ministry because of our joy in Jesus.  

Rather than a traditional Thanksgiving Eve service, this year we are offering you several oppor-

tunities to express yourself in thanksgiving to God and ministry toward others:  

 -A Thanksgiving Eve worship service at Prison Lighthouse Fellowship 

     A 12-person team will bring this into the South Dakota state prison  

 -A Thanksgiving Eve worship service for Sioux Falls senior adults (Location TBA) 

     A 30-40 person team will bring this ministry to senior adults in our area.  

 -10 Thanksgiving baskets for needy families in Sioux Falls 

     Would your small group or class like to help with this ministry of blessing?  

 -A month-long benevolent/Thanksgiving offering for the Beauchamps/PLF 

     We continue to thank God for this unique ministry in the SD State Prison  

How are you doing in your walking (spiritual growth through intentional discipleship)?  
 

How are you doing in your running (engaging in kingdom ministry for Jesus Christ)? 
 

Letôs join together to make this Thanksgiving special for others in our community.  Will you 

abound in thanksgiving with me this month?  Letôs get running!
